Appendix I: Inclusion and Exclusion Criteria Specifics
Examples and clarifications to better understand inclusion and exclusion criteria

Inclusion
· Pediatric patients aged 0 to 18.99 years at presentation. 

· Patient who underwent spinal surgery for thoracolumbar (TL)* spinal trauma at CORTICES institutions between January 2002 and June 2025.

· Patients treated by Orthopaedics, Neurosurgery, or a combined Orthopaedic/Neurosurgery procedure

* TL Vertebral Levels = T1 – L5

PLEASE NOTE the FOLLOWING: 
[image: ]Traditional thoracolumbar (TL) region conceptualized as “transition zone” from T10 – L2
For this study, we define thoracolumbar region of the spine as any component of the Thoracic or Lumbar region T1 – L5.
Fractures extending cervicothoracic junction are to be excluded.
HOWEVER, fractures extending lumbosacral junction may be included given proximity to the TL transition zone and similar biomechanical considerations. Please confirm these boundary cases with PI on a case-by-case basis.

Exclusion
· Underlying atraumatic spinal conditions that required prior surgery
Please review the scenarios below. Eligibility is not limited to prior instrumentation or fusion; any prior spinal procedure may impact inclusion. Confirm with the site PI as needed.

	Prior fusion for AIS
	15-year-old with prior posterior spinal fusion (T4–L1) for Adolescent Idiopathic Scoliosis, later sustains TL fracture after MVC
	Prior fusion alters native anatomy/biomechanics, limiting assessment of trauma-specific management

	Prior instrumentation (pediatric)
	11-year-old with prior spinal instrumentation (e.g., growing rods) for non-traumatic deformity, later presents with TL fracture after fall
	Existing hardware confounds injury characterization and surgical outcomes



· Spinal injuries such as contusion or distortion or a) exclusive ligamentous injuries, isolated fractures of the b) spinous transverse or c) transverse processes, and d) the vertebral arch A) Ligament Injury
B) Transverse Process Fx
C) Spinous Process Fx
D) Vertebral Arch vs Body


· Questionable fractures without clear radiologic evidence and/or incomplete radiological documentation

· Fractures were initially treated at an external hospital not part of CORTICES.

	Initial tx at outside (non-CORTICES) site
	13-year-old with TL fracture initially managed with posterior instrumentation at an outside hospital; later presents to a CORTICES site for revision surgery due to hardware failure
	Index injury and primary management occurred outside CORTICES, limiting consistency and completeness of initial treatment data

A far lateral herniated intervertebral disc may require a different approach such as a transfacet or lateral extraforaminal approach.  This service is done to relieve pressure on the spinal cord, equina, or nerve roots.

	Under Transpedicular or Costovertebral Approach for Posterolateral Extradural Exploration/Decompression Procedures on the Spine and Spinal Cord
	In this add on procedure, the provider repairs another bulging thoracic or lumbar disc without manipulating the spinal cord. Using the transpedicular approach, the provider accesses the affected disc through the side of the pedicle of another thoracic or lumbar vertebra.

	Under Transpedicular or Costovertebral Approach for Posterolateral Extradural Exploration/Decompression Procedures on the Spine and Spinal Cord
